Classrooms

There was a lot of classroom changes this year and everyone is just about getting used to the new locations. All children
in the main school enter through the main gates in the morning, and parents also use these gates to head to classes for
pick up. Year 2 are now located around the back of the new building, forming a hub with Reception and Year 1. Years 3-6
are all together along the front of the main building. Hopefully this will make collection of the children a bit easier at
hometime.
